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funding required to balance the
budget.  Industry donations,
cash and in-kind are needed to
make this dream a reality.  In
the weeks ahead, both the
OIRCA and Conestoga Col-
lege will be approaching indus-
try leaders looking for that
support.

to train technicians and technolo-
gists in the repair and maintenance
of alternative fuel vehicles, includ-
ing hybrids and natural gas-pow-
ered vehicles. Training in the area
of specialized motor coach passen-
ger vehicles (urban and inter-city
transit and para-transit), small en-
gine vehicles (motorcycles, sea-
sonal recreation vehicles, water
craft), and heavy equipment (ex-
cavators, bulldozers, loaders and
backhoes) will also result from
this funding announcement.

“This is a great example of col-
laboration and partnership be-
tween the municipal, regional,
provincial and federal levels of
government,” said Andre
Beaudry, Conestoga’s vice presi-
dent of Development and
Alumni. “This community has a
tradition of creating opportunity
out of adversity, and the collabo-
rative effort demonstrated by all
of our elected officials will create
both immediate and long-term
benefits for this community that
we can take pride in.”

On Jun. 12, it was announced
that Conestoga would receive
more funding from the Knowl-
edge Infrastructure Program (KIP)
which will result in a major step
forward in the breadth, depth and
diversity of health sciences educa-
tion at Conestoga College Insti-
tute of Technology and Advanced
Learning.

Conestoga will receive more

Announcements at Conestoga College

Earlier this spring, the Region
of Waterloo expressed support for
the Conestoga proposal by grant-
ing more than $8 million towards
the project.

Making the announcement at
the Jun. 12 event at the Doon
campus were Cambridge MP
Gary Goodyear, Minister of State
for Science and Technology, and
Kitchener-Conestoga MPP
Leeanna Pendergast. Also address-
ing the assembly were Ken Seiling,
Chair of the Regional Municipal-
ity of Waterloo and President
John Tibbits.

The announced funds will go
towards an expansion of 75,000
sq. feet and renovation of an ad-
ditional 25,000 sq. feet to increase
enrolment in the school from the
current 1400 to a total of 2800 by
academic year 2014/2015.

The focus will be on applied
learning and research associated
with informatics (the application
of information technology to
health services and operations);
nursing and health sciences; new
programming in fields such as re-
storative, alternative and comple-
mentary health care; and life sci-
ence education.

Among the new facilities will
be a Centre for Health
Informatics, a Health and
Wellness Centre (to be devel-
oped in co-operation with
Conestoga’s student associa-
tion), four additional simulation
labs to enhance experiential and
applied learning, and upgraded

smart classrooms that feature
multi-media and interactive learn-
ing capabilities.

Conestoga will also develop
new and collaborative program-
ming, some in co-operation with
the University of Waterloo’s
downtown Kitchener health edu-
cation centre. Conestoga also ex-
pects to develop new pathways
leading to success for internation-
ally-educated medical health care
professionals.

Also planned at Doon is the
establishment of a Waterloo Re-
gion Emergency Medical Services
(WREMS) station – a self-con-
tained facility allowing for excel-
lent training opportunities for
Conestoga’s paramedic and fire-
fighter program.

“For the community, this
funding marks an important and
extremely valuable investment,”
Tibbits said. “Conestoga has a
long record of achievement and
excellence in health care educa-
tion. As we develop in this area,
and we move into new program-
ming and new technologies, we
will create not only more and bet-
ter educated health care profes-
sionals, but also add value to the
region in terms of the overall
health and well-being of citizens,
workplaces, and our own students
and employees.”

The knowledge Infrastructure
Program is a two-year, $2 billion
investment to enhance infrastruc-
ture at post-secondary institutions
across Canada.

Researchers at the Na-
tional Research Coun-
cil (NRC) in Ottawa
have started a new

R&D initiative on bioproducts
for application in construction.
Bioproducts are obtained from
the use of biomass, that is, re-
newable, biological-based, raw
materials. The building blocks
of biomass include vegetable
oils, proteins, lignin, and com-
plex sugars like cellulose and
starch. Interesting sources of
these building blocks are indus-
trial by-products including, for
instance, agricultural fibres.

Bioproducts are an alterna-
tive to petroleum-derived prod-
ucts. The motivation for their
use is increased sustainability
and environmental protection,
as biomass feed stock is biode-
gradable and renewable.
Biomaterials are an element in
the movement towards

“greener” construction.
Researchers are interested

in the development of new
biomaterials, and the investi-
gation of their performance
and long-term durability in-
cluding, for instnce, applica-
tions in water protection,
biofibre-reinforced materials,
insulation and thermal storage.
In this respect, industrial part-
ners are sought for the devel-
opment and investigation of
bio-materials, including (but
not limited to) bio-adhesives
for roofing, bio-asphalt, lignin-
based composites, bio-poly-
urethanes for coatings and in-
sulation, and the use of bio-fi-
bres in cementitious materials
and concrete.

Since most traditional solar PV

system integrators do not have
working knowledge or expertise
in roofing, roofing professionals
bring the value of their expertise
to the PV integrator. In addition,
since the installation is a relatively
simple extension of roofing work,
and can be performed in conjunc-
tion with the actual roof replace-
ment, it benefits both the roofing
professional and their client by
optimizing resources and time.

The other advantage that the
roofing industry can leverage is
their access to the existing cus-
tomer base of commercial, insti-
tutional and industrial building
owners/managers. Again, the pro-
motional effort for a solar PV sys-
tem is relatively simple because
the roofing professional already
has an easy access to the existing
customer base. The customer base
already has a well-established re-

ance. The building owner is more
likely to work with a roofer who
can offer solar, and a solar inte-
grator who can offer roofing, than
either of the two on their own.

BENEFITS FOR CUSTOMERS
There are many benefits of in-

stalling rooftop solar PV systems.
First is the financial benefit. With
a FIT contract, a typical rooftop
solar PV system in the 10- to 25-
kW capacity range has a simple
payback period of less than 10
years. If the customer can lever-
age the federal government’s Capi-
tal Cost Allowance (CCA 43.2) to
write-off the capital cost associated
with the system, then the payback
period may be as short as four to
five years. CCA 43.2 allows a sys-
tem owner to write-off the total
capital cost at 50 per cent every
year on a declining balance.
Hence, the majority of the capi-
tal cost may be written-off within
three to four years depending on
the system owner’s tax level. Since

the FIT program contract is 20
years, there is a constant revenue
stream for the remaining years

after the payback period at the
rate shown in Table One.

Although owning a solar PV
system outright is one option,
other options are available that ease
the initial burden of outlaying a
large capital expense. Some options
are: System leasing, power purchase
agreements and co-ownership. For
more information on the options,
please contact AMP Solar Group
(www.ampsolargroup.com).

Second is the public relations
value. Installing a solar PV system
clearly demonstrates a customer’s
commitment to become environ-
mentally- and socially-responsi-
ble. This powerful message can
increase market exposure, which
may result in higher sales, a higher
number of visitors, etc., depend-
ing on its business activity.

Third is a reduction in the
building’s energy profile, and re-
duced maintenance. The rooftop
solar PV system acts as a shade for
the building with the added ben-
efit that the PV modules absorb
some heat, reducing the heat
build-up in the building. In turn,
electricity consumption in the
summer time is reduced by reduc-
ing the air conditioning load. In
addition, the roof membrane is
protected from the harmful UV
rays from the sun, which is an-
other benefit of the shade they
provide. As a result, roofing main-
tenance and/or replacement re-
quirements are reduced.

SUMMARY
The Feed-In Tariff (FIT) pro-

gram in Ontario is becoming a
catalyst to kick-start the solar PV
market. It is poised for rapid
growth attracting various players
including non-traditional solar PV
players. The FIT program is de-

systems since the majority of cus-
tomers would have the most criti-
cal asset required for a solar PV
system: a flat roof on a building
that the roofing professionals
“own.”

The future looks bright for the
solar PV market in Ontario. The
